Data to collect


Measurement tool(s)  / Unit of measurement

Quantitative data is obtained by measuring and is reported using numbers. Review the data you have listed. 

Place a checkmark next to the quantitative data.

Examples: The sky is blue is qualitative data. The temperature outside is 34°C is quantitative data.
